| ntroduction

AUTHOR

Paul, the apostle (1:1). The authorship of this epistle has been universdly accepted, even by hereticd
sectswho did not like Paul. 1t is ascribed to Paul by Clement of Rome, Polycarp, Irenaeus, Tertullian,
and many other writersin the early church. The internd evidence is dso supportive of Paul asits author.

PLACE OF WRITING

Corinth, as evident from the greetings of Gaius, who lived a Corinth (16:23; 1 Co 1:14), and of
Erastus, who had settled down there (16:23; 2 Ti 4:20). Also, Phoebe, who apparently accompanied
the epistle (16:1-2), was from the church at Cenchrea, a"suburb” of Corinth.

TIME OF WRITING

57-58 A.D.; while on histhird journey (Ac 20:1-3), just prior to hisarriva to Jerusdem with the
collection for the needy saints (15:25-26; Ac 20:16; 24:17).

BACKGROUND OF THE CHURCH AT ROME

Nothing is reveded in the New Testament asto the start of the church in Rome. It is possible that
vigtors to Jerusalem on the day of Pentecost following the Lord's ascension were among the 3000
saved and later took the gospel with them back home (Ac 2:10). Or it could be that among those
dispersed following Stephen's death were some that went to Rome and preached the gospel there (Ac
8:1-4).

Thefirst weread of Chrigians from Rome is possibly that of Aquilaand Priscilla, who dong with all
Jews were expelled from Rome by Claudius and were found by Paul a Corinth during his second
journey (Ac 18:1-2). After travdling with Paul to Ephesus and working with the church there (Ac
18:18-19, 24-26; 1 Co 16:19), we find them back a Rome and hosting a church in their house
(16:3-5).

From the greetings given by Paul in chapter sixteen, it appears that there were severd churchesin Rome
meseting in various homes (16:5,14,15). The names of individuas would suggest that the Christians
were primarily Gentiles, with asmaler number of Jews.

The reputation of the Chrigtians in Rome was widespread; both their faith (1:8) and obedience (16:19)
were well known. For this reason Paul had long wanted to see them (15: 23), with the god of sharingin
their mutua edification (1: 11-12) and to be assisted on hisway to Spain (15:22-24).
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PURPOSE OF WRITING

Paul expressesin this epigtle that he had for some time planned to preach the gospel at Rome (1:13-15)
and from there go on to Spain (15:22-24). Though he gill had these intentions (15:28-29), the
gpreading cancer of the "Judaizing teachers' which had disrupted churchesin Antioch, Corinth and
Gdaiawaslikdy to make itsway to Rome. To prevent this, and to assure that his visit to Rome would
be a pleasant one (15:30-33), Paul writes:

TO SET STRAIGHT THE DESIGN AND NATURE OF THE GOSPEL
In doing so, he demondrates how the gospel of Chrigt fulfills what islacking in both heethenism and

Judaism, thereby effectively replacing them asrdigious systems.  Such an epistle would arm the church
at Rome againgt those who would pervert the gospd or suggest that it was inadequate by itsdlf.

THEME: Romans1:16-17

"For | am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it isthe power of God to
salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek.
For in it the righteousness of God isrevealed from faith to faith; asitis
written, 'The just shall live by faith.""

In these two verses Paul states his confidence in the gospd and the reasonsfor it. The bulk of his
epidtieis devoted to explaining why and how the gospel of Chrigt is God's power to save those who
believe.

SUMMARY

Asisthe custom in most of his epistles, Paul begins by extending greetings and offering thanks.
Identifying himsdf as abond-servant of Chrigt, he mentions his gpostleship and its mission in the gospd
of God concerning His Son: to bring about the obedience of faith among dl the Gentiles (1-6).
Addressing the recipients of his epistle as "al who are beloved in Rome, cdled as saints" he extendsto
them the popular two-fold greeting of that day: "grace’ and "peace’ (7). Heisthankful for their
well-known faith and revedls his desire to visit Rome and to proclaim the gospel there (8-13). The
motivation behind that desire is his sense of obligation and bold conviction that the gospd is God's
power to save (14-17).

The mention of "salvation” naturdly leads to the need for dl men to be saved. Paul beginsto
demondtrate this need on the part of the Gentiles. He explains that because of the Gentiles failure to
acknowledge the eternal power and divine nature of God as revealed in the world around them, and for
their subsequent pride and idolatry, they were therefore exposed to God's wrath from heaven (18-23).
Thiswrath manifested itsdf in God smply Ietting them regp the fruits of their vanity. By giving them over
"to uncleanness, in the lusts of their hearts,” "to vile passons,” and "to a debased mind,”" the result was
such corruption that even those who knew better were caught in its clutches (24-32).

SUMMARY

Having vividly depicted the condition of the Gentile world in chapter one, Paul now addresses his
comments to those who pass judgment on others when they themsdves are guilty of the same things (1).
He points out that they are in danger of God's righteous judgment, who "will render to each one
according to hisdeeds’ (2-6). Thisjudgment will offer ether eternd life or wrath and indignation, given
without partidity, and the decison is based on whether one does good or evil (7-11).

To judtify the condemnation of Gentiles who did not have awritten Law (like the Jews), Paul affirms that
the Gentiles could "by nature do the things contained in the law™ and that their own consciences will bear
witness of their guilt on the day of judgment. In thisway Paul demongrated the Gentiles need of
sdvation (12-16).

Lest the Jews think their having the Law frees them from condemnation, Paul proceeds to demondtrate
that they too arein need of salvation. Though they have the Law, their failure to keep it perfectly
caused them to dishonor God and blaspheme His Name (17-24). Introducing athought he will expand
upon later in the epistle, he points out that a true Jew is one who is circumcised in his heart, and not just
in the flesh (25-29).

As Paul continues to demonstrate the Jews need of salvation, he proceeds to answer questions that he
envisons protesting Jews might ask. He explains the advantage of being a Jew, the faithfulness of God
in spite of the Jews unbdlief, and the right of God to condemn the unrighteousness of man even though it
meagnifies His Own righteousness (1-8). Though the Jews had the advantage of possessing the oracles
of God, Paul dill concludes that the Jews as wdll as the Gentiles are in sin and proves his conclusion by
listing aseries of Old Testament scriptures that speaks to those under the Law (the Jews) as snners
(9-19). Hisconcluson: alaw (like the Law of Moses) could not save, but only reved the knowledge
of an; apoint hewill elaborate upon in chapter saven (20).

Paul now carefully beginsto explain the "good news' of God's plan of salvation. Apart from law, yet
witnessed by the Law and the Prophets, God's way of making man right through faith in Jesus Chrigt is
now made clear, and made available to dl who believe, whether Jew or Greek, for al have snned
(21-23).

Thisjudification of man is explained in terms of redemption, made possible through the blood of Chrigt,
and offered to those who have faith in Chrigt. 1t dso demongtrates how God can be both "just” (who
takes serioudy the sins of mankind) and "ajudtifier” (who is able to forgive sinners). God isableto do
this by offering Christ's blood as a propitiation to those who have faith (24-26).

This"judtification” isagift of God's grace to those who have faith, which prevents anyone from boasting
as though they through the works of alaw deserved it (27-30). This does not void the need for law, but
rather meets the requirement of law (31).

SUMMARY

Having declared that God's righteousnessis to be found in a system involving judtification by faith and
not by keeping the works of any law, Paul provides evidence by referring to Abraham's example. In
consdering the judtification of Abraham, Paul quotes Genesis 15:6 whereit is stated that Abraham's
faith was accounted to him for righteousness (1-3). Abraham trusted in God, not in his own works, and
through such faith experienced the righteousness (forgiveness) expressed by David in Psalms 31:1,2
(4-8).

To demondrate that God's righteousness by faith is offered to both Jew and Gentile, Paul again appeds
to Abraham's example. Abraham's faith was accounted for righteousness prior to receiving
crcumcison, whichwasin itsdf ased of the righteousness of the faith he had while uncircumcised.
Thus He serves as afather of al who believe, whether circumcised or not (9-12).

Paul then reminds them that the promise that Abraham was to be "afather of many nations' was givenin
light of hisfaith, not through some law, 0 that the promise might be according to grace and sure to
those who have the same kind of faith as Abraham (13-17).

Findly, the nature of Abraham'’s obedient faith isillustrated (18-22), with the explanation it was

preserved to reassure us that we who have the same kind faith in God who raised Jesus will find our
faith accounted for righteousness in the same way (23-25).

SUMMARY

Having substantiated his thesis of "judtification by faith" with evidence from the Old Testament, Paul now
discusses the blessings of such judtification. Firgt, thereis peace with God (1). Second, we have
access to grace in which we stand (2a). Third, there is cause for rgoicing in hope, so that we can glory
even in tribulations (2b-4). Fourth, there is God's love which He first demongtrated with the gift of His
Son (5-8). Findly, thereis salvation from God'swrath (9). All of thisis made possible when we are
reconciled to God through the death of His Son and should be the basis for endless rgjoicing (10-11).

To explain further the way in which sdvation is made possible, Paul compares Chrigt to Adam.
Through one man, Adam, sin and death entered the world, and the consequences have led to the desth
of many. Inasmilar way, through one man, Christ, many may now become righteous. Through Jesus
desth on the cross, judtification is made possible for many (12-19).

Upon comparing Christ with Adam, Paul briefly mentions that with the entering in of law sin abounded.

SUMMARY

In chapter five, Paul made the statement " where sin abounded, grace abounded much more"
(5:20). Aware that some readers might misconstrue what he said, Paul quickly points out that graceis
no excuse to Sn since through grace they have died to sin (1-2). To emphasize this, he reminds them of
their baptism into Chrigt, in which they experienced a burid into the deeth of Christ and roseto walk in
newness of life, having died to sin (3-7). Dead to sin, they are now free to live as instruments of
righteousness for God (8-14).

Another reason not to continue in sin is explained in terms of servitude. We become daves to that
which we obey, ether sin or God (15-16). But Paul is grateful that the Romans had begun to obey God
and were free to become His servants (17-18). How important it is that they continue to do soisto be
Seen in the outcome of serving sin contrasted to serving God.  Serving Sin earns desath, but in serving
God one recaives the gift of eternd lifein Chrigt Jesus (19-23)!

SUMMARY

Paul has just completed discussing how baptism into Christ makes us dead to Sin and free to present our
bodies as instruments of righteousness unto holiness. For the benefit of his Jewish reeders (those who
know the Law), he now carries the concept of desth and freedom one step further: the Jewish believers
become dead to the Law that they might be joined to Christ. Heillugtrates his point by referring to the
marital relaionship. The result of being freed from the Law isthat they might " serve in the newness of
the Spirit and not in the oldness of the letter." (1-6)

Lest his Jewish readers think he isimplying that the Law was sinful, Paul quickly dispdls that notion.
The Law, he says, is" holy and just and good.” The problem isthat the Law only makes known that
which is sinful, but sin took opportunity by the commandment to produce evil desire and deceived him,
resulting in desth (7-12).

To further illudrate his point, Paul pictures himsdalf as man under the Law who finds himsdf in aterrible
dilemma. With his mind he knows that which good and wantsto do it. He aso knows that which is evil
and wantsto avoid that. But hefindsa"law” (or principle) in his flesh which wins over the dedire of the
mind (13-23). Asaprisoner he cries out for freedom. Isthere no hope? Yes! God providesthe
solution through His Son Jesus Christ, upon which Paul eaborates in chapter eight (24-25).

In chapter seven, Paul described the dilemma of a man who becomes a prisoner of the law of sin which
isin the members of hisbody. In the last few verses, Paul made reference to the hope of liberation
made possible by God through Jesus Chrigt. In this chapter, Paul amplifies on the freedom from sin
found in Chrig.

Firg, for those in Christ who are waking according to the Spirit, there is no condemnétion for sin, for
the deeth of Chrigt for Sin has set us free from the law of 9n and degth by fulfilling the requirement of the
law (1-4). Second, by setting our minds on the things of the Spirit and not the flesh, we are able to
enjoy life and peace, pleasing God (5-8). And third, we now enjoy the indwelling of the Spirit of God,
by whom we can put to death the deeds of the body and enjoy both present and future blessings as the
children of God (9-17).

The blessings of being God's children are enlarged upon in the rest of the chapter. Our present
sufferings mean nothing in view of our ultimate redemption and reveding for which we eagerly and
patiently wait (18-25). We have the privilege of the Holy Spirit and Jesusinterceding for us when we
pray, which assuresthat al things will work together for good for those caled according to God's
purpose (26-30). Findly, as God's elect we have the assurance that nothing can tear us away from
God'slove and that in dl things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us (31-39).

1) To gppreciate why and how God could choose to rgect the nation of |srael (except for a
remnant) and accept people from among the Gentiles

SUMMARY

With the conclusion of chapter eight Paul has completed his description of how God's righteousness was
manifested in Chrigt, and the results of such judtification. However, some of Paul's readers may have
received the impression that God's plan of saving man in Chrigt apart from the Law (3:21-22) implies
that God has regjected His people of Isragl and the promises made to them. In chapters nine through
eleven, Paul explainsthat God has not rejected His people.

Paul firgt expresses his own concern for hisfellow Israglites (1-2). If it would do any good, Paul would
gladly be condemned in order to save his brethren who had been the recipients of so many blessings
(3-5).

But Paul quickly states that God's promises had not failed. He reminds them thet true Isradl is not
amply the physical descendants of Isragl, any more than the promises to Abraham were to be carried
out through al of Abraham'’s descendants just because they are his physicd descendants. Rather, it
depends upon what God has chosen according to His Divine purpose. Thisisillustrated by contrasting
what the Scriptures revea about |saac and Ishmad, and then about Jacob and Esau (6-13).

That God has made such digtinction isillustrated further with the example of Pharaoh, where God chose
to show mercy to some while He hardened others [who had aready persstently rejected God's mercy,
MAC] (14-18). That God has the right to make such choicesis His as the potter over the clay (19-21).

So God chose to endure "vessdls of wrath™ with much longsuffering, that He might make known His
gloriousrichesto "vessals of mercy” [a point expanded upon further in chapter eeven, MAC] (22-23).
And who are these "vessds of mercy"? They condst of Gentiles, and aremnant of Israel, asforetold by
Hosea and Isaiah (24-29).

Paul's concluson? That God's words of promise were not just to the fleshly descendants of Abraham
(asthe Jews would have it), but to the faithful remnant of Israel and to the Gentiles who accepted the
righteousness which is by faith. The only reason any of the |sradlites were regjected by God was
because of their rgjection of the Messiah, even as |saiah foretold (30-33).

SUMMARY

As Paul continues to explain God's dedlings with the nation of Isradl, he repesats his expresson of love
towards them (1). Though as a nation they had plenty of zed, unfortunately their zed was not according
to knowledge (2). Thusthey rgected the righteousness of God while trying to establish their own
righteousness through the Law of Moses. But Paul explainsthat Chrigt is the fulfillment of the Law and
has brought it to an end (3-4).

The righteousness God now offers is based upon faith in Chrigt, not keeping the Law. It involves not
the accomplishment of some grest feet (like ascending to heaven or descending to hell), but such things
as confessing Jesus as Lord and bdieving that God raised Him from the dead (5-10). Asforetold by
Scripture, it is offered to dl, both Jew and Gentile (11-13). And it is offered through the medium of
preaching the Word (14-15).

The problem with the nation of Isradl, then, isthat not al of them recelved the gospel message, even
when they had ample opportunity (16-18). But as Moses predicted, the day would come when God
would provoke Isradl to jealousy by another people, who Isaiah said did not seek God yet found Him,
while Israel was congantly rebelling againgt Him (19-21).

SUMMARY

Paul concluded chapter ten with a quotation from Isaiah describing the nation of Isradl as "a disobedient
and contrary people.” Paul begins chapter deven by giving several examplesto show that despite this
rebellion God has not totaly rejected His people (1-6).

What God has done, however, is harden the hearts of the rebellious Isradlites (7-10). But the outcome
of this "hardening” led to salvation coming to the Gentiles, which in turn God was using to provoke Isradl
to jedousy in an atempt to win them back to Him. Thisisaso why Paul magnified his minidry to the
Gentiles, hoping to save some of his countrymen by provoking them to jedousy (11-15).

Paul then directs his attention to the Gentile believers, explaining that their obedience adlowed them to be
"grafted” into Isradl to replace those removed by their own disobedience. This"grafting,” however, is
permanent only as long asthey remain faithful. In addition, if any Isradlites repent of their unbdief, they
too can be grafted back in (16-24).

As Paul drawsto a concluson, he explainsthat thisishow "dl Israd” will be saved. Through a
"hardening in part” mercy can now be shown to the Gentiles, and by showing mercy to the Gentiles
mercy will be available to disobedient Isradl. In thisway Paul can say that "God has committed them dll
to disobedience, that He might have mercy on dl", proving that God is no respecter of personsand
makes His plan of salvation avallableto dl (25-32). Paul ends this section with adoxology praisng the
wisdom and knowledge of God (33-36).

He begins with a pleato present their bodies as living sacrifices and to be transformed by the renewing
of their minds, so that they can demongtrate in themsalves that the will of God is good, acceptable, and
perfect (1-2). He then encourages them to fulfill their proper place in the Body of Christ with proper
humility and zedl (3-8).

Finaly, there are alist of commands which are to govern the Chrigtian's life and atitude towards love,
good and evil, brethren in the Lord, service to God, and response to persecution (9-21).

SUMMARY

Continuing to ingtruct concerning the "transformed life," Paul now discusses the Chrigtian's
respongibilities to governmental authorities. Understanding thet al governments are in power due to the
providence of God, and that they serve as ministers of God to avenge the evil doer, Christians are
admonished to submit to "the powersthat be' (1-5). This submission involves payment of taxes and
having respect for those in authority (6-7).

Paul's next exhortation deals with the importance of love and mord purity. Chrigtians are to be indebted
to no one, save to love one another. When love is properly demondtrated, even the requirements of the
Law are adequately met (8-10). This admonition to love, however, is baanced with the reminder that
timeisshort and it isimperative that Chrigtians maintain mora purity. Thisis done by Chrigtians putting
on the Lord Jesus and not making provision for the fulfilling of the lugts of the flesh (11-14).

In such maiters, each brother should
be true to their conscience and do what they do as service rendered to the Lord (5-9). Thereisno
place for condemning or despising one ancther in these matters, for Jesuswill be thejudge (10-12). Of
primary concern is not to put sumbling blocksin a brother'sway (13).

The importance of being true to one's own conscience, and not encouraging the weak brother to violate
his own, isthe emphasis of the last half of the chapter. Things harmless within themsalves can destiroy
those whose consciences do not permit them, so those who understand the true nature of the kingdom
of God will be willing to forego persond liberties to maintain peace and build up their wesker brethren
(14-23).

Paul exhorts those who are strong to receive and bear with the infirmities of the weak. Encouraging
them to be concerned with uplifting the wesk, he reminds the strong of Chrigt and His unsdlfishness
(1-3). Referring to the vaue of the Old Testament Scriptures, he pleads for patience so that with one
mind and one mouth they may glorify God (4-6). Findly, he cdlsfor them to receive one another to the
glory of God, just as Chrigt served both Jews and Gentilesin fulfilling the prophets of old (7-12). Paul
then prays that God might fill them with joy and peace in believing, so they may abound in hope with the
help of the Holy Spirit (13).

At this point, Paul beginsto draw this epistle to a close by making remarks concerning his apostleship
and plansto see them. Recognizing their own ahilitiesin the faith, he till felt it gppropriate to write to
them ashe did (14-16). Speaking of his design not to preach where Christ had dready been received
(17-21), Paul tells of his plan to come to Rome on hisway to Spain (22-24). But firg, heisgoing to the
poor saints in Jerusalem with a contribution from the saintsin Macedoniaand Achaia (25-29). Redizing
the danger such atrip entails, he asks to be remembered in their prayers (30-33).

A find warning is given againg those who would cause divisons and occasions of sumbling contrary to
what Paul had taught in this epigtle (17-18). For above al ese, Paul wanted to ensure their continued
obedience in the gospd (19-20).

Paul's companions a Corinth add their greetings (21-24), and Paul closes thiswonderful epistle with an
expression of praiseto God for the revelation of the gospel which was leading to the obedience of faith
among dl nations (25-27).
